Miami, Fla., April 4.—(UP) 
—W. r . Skinner proudly displays 

latest Invention, a device that

Skinner has great hopes for the 
principle he embodied in his de­
vice, which he calls' "a gravity 

r r e r machine." He said, for ex-
ple. he believed the machine's 

principle could be carried to a 
point where a one-horsepower mo­
tor would provide electricity for 
a community of 3,500 people at a 
total cost of only $5 a month. 

"Almost any engineer will tell 
you that what this machine does 
Is Impossible," said Skinner, and 
then proceeded to demonstrate In 
his workshop here. 

His working model of the 
••gravity power machine" was run I 
by a one-eighth horsepower nio-l 
tor. The device, in turn, operated 
• heavy duty, 12-foot lathe, a six-
foot drill press and a hack saw j 
from the same shaft at the same 
time. 

Normal Power Cited 
"Almost any engineer will tell 

you that to run even that heavy 
duty lathe and produce the quar­
ter-inch shaving on a steel bar 
that It does would take a two-
horsepower motor," Skinner Bald. 

The "gravity power machine" 
consists of a steel framework con­
taining four shafts controlled by 
eccentrics. On each shaft is an 
off-balanced weight which Skin­
ner said was "about the secret of 
the whole thing." 

He explained that the shafts, 
turning in the eccentrics, moved 
the weights in a circular motion 
at 60 revolutions a minute. Be­
cause the weights are off-balance, 
he said, they are always "falling," 
producing the multiplication of 
power. 

The "falling," Skinner said, 1B 
more correctly a following of the 
weights to new centers of grav­
ity caused by the changing posi­
tions of the shafts. The weights 
do not actually fall. The one-
eighth horsepower electric motor, 
Skinner said, was used only for 
power to turn the eccentrics and 
the "gravity power machine" pro­
vided the power, In turn, to oper­
ate the shop.

Skinner estimated the ''gravity 

power machine" would Increase the 
I fiorsepower of a motor about 1.200 

per cent A one horsepower motor, 
he believed, with a perfected "grav­
ity power machine" to multiply its 
output, could be made to drive a 
generator large enough to produce 
electricity for 3.300 persons. And 
tbe^operatlD? cost would be only 
about $5 a month, he estimated. 

The machine Skinner exhibited 
'was the fifth he has bnilt in the 14 
pears he has been "working up the 
Idea." 

A number of engineers have in­
spected hie invention, he said. 

One of them was A. P. Michaels, 
a Jacksonville, Fla., consulting en­
gineer, who gave Skinner a letter 
describing the machine as ''a prac­
tical device and will have a definite 
field where it is necessary to use 
power to drive equipment It should 
result In a very large saving of pow­
er need."
